MAP2 (Media Accessibility Platform)

MAP's mission is to provide a unified atlas charting the worldwide 
landscape of media accessibility by creating a structured platform that 
serves as a hub for research, policies, training, and practices in the 
field.

LEAD-ME's contribution to MAP has been twofold: raising awareness 
about the platform and organising structured efforts to collect data 
about more projects to be stored on MAP. 

As of October 2023, MAP displayed information about 81 projects, 
nearly 3000 publications, 66 courses, and 88 events
